· the ability to learn from your mistakes
· innovation in your approach.

Who can apply?

Applications are open to any UK organisation working with families, such as libraries, museums, community education, schools, third-sector organisations, and tech companies. The award is for any activity, event, or initiative* that took place between October 2024 and December 2025. These may have started before or continued after those dates.

All applications are welcome, whether you are new to the awards or have previously entered, been shortlisted or won. If you think you are delivering exemplary family learning, we want to hear from you!

*From here onwards in this form, when we refer to ‘activity’ we mean the activity/event/initiative you are entering for an award.

To score 25/25 in the scoring system, you will need to address all the criteria set out below within each of the three sections of the award form.

· Clear explanation of your objectives for your family learning activity and how these support your wider organisational goals, strategies and plans. (2 marks)
· Clear explanation of your STEM activity and how your activity supported families’ understanding of the subject, and built wider skills such as problem solving, critical thinking, and the ability to learn from mistakes. Please let us know if any links were made to STEM in everyday life or STEM careers. (6 marks)
· The imaginative, engaging and innovative approaches you’ve taken in your activities. For example, using:
· new formats and/or technology for learning
· new ways to communicate your learning offer and engage with families
· new ways to collaborate, including with partners and families.
